HVAC (heating, ventilation and air 
conditioning) applications. Metalized coating 
helps protect tape from UV and blends in 
where bright finished ductwork is left 
exposed. An excellent choice for minor 
repairs on flexible duct and reflective 
insulation.

STORAGE RECOMMENDATION 

Store new stock behind current stock. Store 
in a clean, dry place. Temperature of 70°F

converted rolls have an expected shelf life of 
up to one year from date of shipment. Jumbo 
rolls have the same expected shelf life but it 
is recommended that they are converted 
within 6 months of date of shipment.
